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films shows the efforts of the League of Nations after World War I, and specifically
the work of its High Commissioner - Dr. Fridtjof Nansen from Norway. Dr. Nansen's
main brief was the repatriation of around half a million prisoners of war, stranded in
various parts of the world. At the same time he tried to tackle the urgent problem of
famine in Russia. The famine resulted from the combined effect of economic
disturbance, which had already started during World War |, and continued through
the disturbances of the Russian Revolution of 1917 and the Russian Civil War. In
1922 Dr. Nansen was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize for his work on behalf of the
displaced victims of the First World War and related conflicts.
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
